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3.To spice up your ceremony seating, you can mix rustic vintage wood chairs with a few 
brightly painted wood chairs and even some antique wooden pews.  If you have just a few 
brightly colored chairs, designate them as seating for the readers and your readers can 
stand up at their seat to read.  �at way, they’re scattered throughout the guests, making 
the ceremony feel a little more intimate.
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Get playful with the vases you’re putting 
your �owers in.  Rather than using tradi-
tional glass, mix and match old jars and 
tins.  You can also wrap your vases in fabric 
or paper if you’d like to add a pattern or 
splash of color to the table.

Unconventional glassware/vessels are 
a fun way to brighten up the tables.  
�ink mason jars for a fruity signature 
cocktail or old fashioned silver cups for 
serving traditional mint juleps.

Drinks that combine wine and spirits together are on trend 
and a great way to make your wedding reception even more 
memorable. Couples can create a signature drink like the 
Blackberry Lemon Refresher, which combines delicious 
berries with Cupcake Chi�on Vodka and a red wine like 
Cupcake Vineyards Cabernet Sauvignon. 

Small, tapas-style courses can be playful and a good way to get 
people talking about and noticing the food.  I love fresh ceviche 
served in a martini glass with a few house made tortilla chips or 
cherry tomatoes, Bononcini mozzarella balls and fresh basil on a 
small skewer stick.  Also: you can’t ever go wrong with prosciutto 
wrapped �gs stu�ed with goat cheese.
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
